BE IT REMEMBERED that a Special Meeting of the City Council of Jackson,
Mississippi, was convened in the Council Chambers in City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on August 30,
2016, being the fifth Tuesday of said month, when and where the following things were had and
done to wit:

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DISCUSSION: FY 2016-2017 BUDGET: President Hendrix recognized Council
Member Priester who stated that the proposed FY 2016-2017 Budget needed to be
amended in the amount of $350,000 as a result of the assessed property value for the City
of Jackson being lower than the amount budgeted. This discovery would leave the City
with an unbalanced budget. President Hendrix recognized Sharon Thames, a
representative of the Administration, who stated that the budget was prepared with a
preliminary schedule from Hinds County which stated the City would receive a 1.8
increase. Based on the final schedule received, the City would actually receive a 1.1
increase, resulting in a 500,000 decrease. The City would offset the shortfall by using a
$99,000 savings from the refunding of G.O. bonds and a reduction to the citywide fuel
usage bringing the proposed budget in balance.
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DISCUSSION: LITIGATION MATTERS: President Hendrix recognized James
Anderson, Special Assistant to the City Attorney, who recommended that Council go
into Executive Session to discuss strategies for litigation and personnel matters.
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Council Member Priester moved and Council Member Stamps seconded to consider going
into Executive Session to discuss litigation matters and personnel matters.
