BE IT REMEMBERED that a Regular Meeting of the City Council of Jackson,
Mississippi, was convened at City Hall at 6:00 p.m. on March 21, 2017, being the third Tuesday
of said month, when and where the following things were had and done to wit:

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The meeting was called to order by President Tyrone Hendrix.

Note: Council Members Barrett-Simon, Stamps and Stokes left the meeting prior to coming
out of Executive Session.
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President Hendrix announced to the public that the Council voted to come out of Executive
Session and action had been taken.
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The following order was presented to Council in Executive Session for a vote:

ORDER AUTHORIZING THE RETENTION OF OUTSIDE COUNSEL FOR
THE CITY OF JACKSON IN THE LAWSUIT STYLED “STEPHANIE
COLEMAN VS. CITY OF JACKSON, MISSISSIPPI, ET AL., UNITED STATES
DISTRICT COURT FOR THE SOUTHERN DISTRICT OF MISSISSIPPI, CIVIL
ACTION NO.: 3:17-cv-73 HTW-LRA.”

WHEREAS, the City of Jackson, Mississippi was named as a defendant in the lawsuit
styled “Stephanie Coleman vs. City of Jackson, et al.”; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor for the City of Jackson, Mississippi was also named as a
defendant, in his individual capacity, in the same afore-mentioned lawsuit; and

WHEREAS, the City Council and the Office of the City Attorney have determined that it
is in the best interest of the City of Jackson that outside counsel be retained to fully represent the
City of Jackson in the in the lawsuit styled “Stephanie Coleman vs. City of Jackson, et al.””; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Jackson, Mississippi has determined that it is in the best
interest of the City of Jackson to defend this lawsuit by retaining the independent legal counsel
of Phelps Dunbar LLP; and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned attorneys are experienced with the subject matter
involved in this case and have agreed to perform services for the City at an hourly rate between
$145.00 and $365.00 per hour, based on the skill and experience of the assigned counsel for the
charge tasked.

IT IS, THEREFORE, ORDERED that the firm of Phelps Dunbar LLP is retained as the
independent legal counsel of the City of Jackson at an hourly rate between $145.00 and $365.00
per hour based upon the skill and experience of the assigned counsel for the charged task for the
purpose of defending the City of Jackson in the lawsuit styled “Stephanie Coleman vs. City of
Jackson, Mississippi, et al.”

IT FURTHER ORDERED that the attorney’s fees and other expenses of litigation,
including but not limited to expert witness fees, court reporter fees, copying, faxes, and long-
distance telephone calls shall not exceed $75,000.00 without further approval of the City Council

of Jackson, Mississippi.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that immediately upon passage of this order and
execution of a retainer agreement, the newly retained counsel is directed and authorized enter an
appearance in the afore-mentioned case on behalf of the City of Jackson, Mississippi,
substituting itself in the place of the present attorneys of record.

President Hendrix moved adoption; Council Member Priester seconded.

Absent- Barrett-Simon, Stamps and Stokes.
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Note: Tity Clerk and CitAttorney were not presnt during the discussion and vote of said
item.
